Hints for Timer Recording

If there is a power failure or this unit has been unplugged for more than 30 seconds, the clock setting and all timer settings
will be lost.

If you press [STANDBY-ON O] and turn on the unit while either DVD or VCR is in timer standby mode, [€ disappears. In this
case, you cannot change the mode between DVD and VCR. You cannot change any settings using [SETUP] or edit discs.
After step 9 on page 30, you can turn on the power to use the S|de of the unit that is free from Timer Recording (either

DVD or VCR) for another recording by pressing [STANDBY-ON ()] during timer standby. During Timer Recording, press
[SOURCE] on the front panel, or [DVD] or [VCR] on the remote control. Note that you cannot change channels after Timer
Recording started. You can use all recording/recording pause/OTR functions. However, the unit will begin receiving channel
signals for Timer Recording 2 minutes before the programmed starting time.
